CLOVERBUD (5-8 years of age) 
4-H Cloverbud participants will receive a participation ribbon. 4-H State Cloverbud policy states, “The Cloverbud Program is a noncompetitive program. There is no individual judging.”  

An adult must supervise Cloverbud-age youth at all times.

Cloverbud youth will be provided a Cloverbud exhibition area for animals they wish to display, such as rabbits and poultry.

Participation Ribbons will be green in color and may be 2x6 ribbons or rosettes.

**However Cloverbud age children may participate in the Open Show portion with opportunities for ribbon placings.

POULTRY
State Health Requirements: The Virginia Department of Agriculture & Animal Health requires: “All poultry shown in public exhibitions in the state of Virginia shall have originated from U.S. Pullorum-Typhoid clean or equivalent flocks or have had a negative Pullorum-Typhoid test within 90 days of movement to the public exhibition.” 

In addition:
All birds must be of good health. Sick birds will not be allowed on the show grounds. Sick birds will be removed from show grounds if questionable.
All birds must be free of parasites.
All birds must be in presentable condition, not excessively dirty, and in good feather.

Facilities, Equipment and Care of Poultry on Display
The Committee will provide cage space only.
Exhibitors are responsible for providing sufficient bedding, food, and water for the duration of the show
Cages or coops should:
Ensure the exhibitor, spectators, and birds cannot get hurt.
Allows enough room for the bird to stand fully upright and freely turn around in the pen.
Have a watering and feeding systems designed to securely fasten the coop to prevent wastage.

All poultry exhibited must have been in complete possession and continual care of the exhibitor by April 1 2016.  Animals will be made available by appointment for inspection by the committee and/or adult leaders.

All entries must be hatched or purchased by the exhibitor prior to April 1, 2016 or fed and cared for by the exhibitor under supervision of an adult volunteer leader from day old until judging.

Definition of terms: “Cock” and “Hen” shall mean birds hatched prior to January 1 of the current year. “Cockerel” and “Pullet” (ckl & plt) shall mean birds hatched after January 1 of the current year.

Market Classes are limited to meat or dual purpose breeds or crosses of those breeds. Birds entered in Market classes should be heavy breeds suitable for meat production, such as Cornish, Cornish cross commercial broilers, red broilers, Dorkings, Delawares, Orpingtons, Plymouth Rocks, or Sussex, among others. 4-Hers should be aware that commercial broilers (Cornish crosses) are not meant for the home breeding flock and should be butchered at 8-9 weeks to prevent serious leg deformities, heart failure, and other health issues.

 RABBITS
All rabbits must have been in complete possession and care of the exhibitor by April 1, 2015.

Rabbits must be clean and free of mites and show no signs of sickness or disease.

Exhibitors are responsible for providing and sufficient bedding, food, and water for the duration of the show.

Owners are responsible for being present during the exhibition of their animals.

Exact class assignments will be determined after animals are registered. Changes may be made on the day of the show, but will be addressed by the rules committee.

Rabbits in the show cannot be sold until after judging. No “For Sale” signs can be posted during the show.   

Rabbits cannot be removed from cages, removed from grounds, or delivered to new owners until the close of the show. 

Purebred rabbits in classes other than mixed breed must show breed characteristics but may have minor imperfections. Refer to the American Rabbit Breeder Association (ARBA) website (www.arba.net) if you have any questions about breed standards. Rabbits will be weighed; weights must meet ARBA standards.
